She was awarded her
J.D. in 1988.

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and soup kitchens in the Washington D.C.
area. Michelle also made appearances at public
schools, stressing the importance of education
and volunteer work.

Ever conscious of her family’s diet and
health, Michelle supported the organic-food
movement, instructing the White House
kitchens to prepare organic food for guests
and her family. Throughout the presidency,
Michelle remained committed to her health-
and-wellness causes and in 2012, she announced
a new fitness program for kids as part of her
“Let’s Move” initiative.
