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Elected in November 2016 to her fourteenth 
term in the U.S. House of Representatives 
with more than 76 percent of the vote in the 
43rd Congressional District of California, 
Congresswoman Waters represents a large part of 
South Central Los Angeles. 

Throughout her 37 years of public service, 
Maxine Waters has been on the cutting edge, 
tackling difficult and often controversial issues. 
She has combined her strong legislative and 
public policy acumen and high visibility in 
Democratic Party activities with an unusual 
ability to do grassroots organizing.

Prior to her election to the House of 
Representatives in 1990, Congresswoman 
Waters had already attracted national attention 
for her no-nonsense, no-holds-barred style of 
politics. During 14 years in the California State 
Assembly, she rose to the powerful position of 
Democratic Caucus Chair. She was responsible 

for some of the boldest legislation California has 
ever seen: the largest divestment of state pension 
funds from South Africa; landmark affirmative 
action legislation; the nation’s first statewide 
Child Abuse Prevention Training Program; the 
prohibition of police strip searches for nonviolent 
misdemeanors; and the introduction of the 
nation’s first plant closure law.

Throughout her career, Congresswoman 
Waters has been an advocate for international 
peace, justice, and human rights.

Waters attended California State University 
at Los Angeles, where she earned a Bachelor 
of Arts degree. She began her career in public 
service as a teacher and a volunteer coordinator 
in the Head Start program. She is married to 
Sidney Williams, the former U.S. Ambassador to 
the Commonwealth of the Bahamas, and is the 
mother of two adult children, Edward and Karen, 
and has two grandchildren.
